Here are some highlights about Network to share with those who will be making pledges to your golf game:

•  Network has offices in Tacoma with 32 units of housing.   We help families
with children become independent.

•  Network operates with a "one at a time philosophy" allowing us to better
insure success with each family.

•  Network thoroughly screens each family to help worthy families and not those
who would abuse our assistance.

•  Since 1990, Network has helped over 950  families with a 70% success rate!

•  Network also assists with transportation, food, clothes, jobs, financial and
family counseling, and housing.

•  All money raised from the golf tournament will be used to directly assist
homeless families in this area.

Pledges are made to your golf game, NOT PER HOLE.  If you are able, collect the pledge when it is made.  If not
Network will collect the pledge by mail.  Network needs an address in to send receipts and collect pledges.  

We are asking each golfer to raise between $400 and $500 in pledges.  Typical pledge amounts range from $25 to $100.
